Storybook Exam


Your challenge is to create a “biographical” storybook for new parents seeking to find information about normal child development.  They should be able to read your story and understand the stages of cognitive, social, emotional, physical, and moral development as outlined by   the psychologists studied in the unit on Development.  You will detail information as it applies about physical development, language development, Freud,  Piaget, Erikson, and Kohlberg. This is no small task, and the following elements must be included in your storybook:

1. Book Format- Does the Cover (front and back) look like a real storybook?



  

2.   Character Profile- This is an outline of your
main character’s life and will take the appearance of a

table of contents.
Note that the years are separated according to Erikson’s stages.

3.    A timeline that outlines each of the theories presented in class according to age (10 points).
 

4. A STORY that follows appropriate developmental milestones and utilizes the scientific terminology 

introduced in the unit (Chapters 3 and 4 of Myers).  Remember that your audience is new parents who will dote on every breath and wink of their child’s eyes, so you must be very specific about what signals the progression through the various developmental stages we discussed in class.  In other words- what will they see their child do/hear their child say that will let them know that their development is progressing as should be expected? The story should be fluid and the stages should be connected with clear transitions.  Note: it is NOT just a ‘list’ of stages, remember it is a STORY that follows the life of a character.





 




5.  Illustrations-  Every informational book for new parents contains MANY pictures/photographs of

 young people demonstrating the theories presented.   A good rule of thumb is that for every page of

 text, there will be one full page of illustration. You have three options for illustrations in this

 book:

A. Hand drawn illustrations on every other page highlighting the major

stages/symbols of each stage of development.  If you select this option

you could possibly earn the maximum total of 10 points




B. Computer generated/downloaded images on every other page highlighting the

major stages/symbols of each stage of development. If you select this option,

you can earn a maximum of 7 points

C. Photographs of various people demonstrating the various stages/symbols of development.  If you select this option, you could earn a possible 15 out of the total 10 points.

· Hobbies

· Extra-curriculars in school

· Academic interests/career goals

· College attended (if any)

· Job after HS

· Life Partner or not?

· Children?

· Describe lifestyle as an adult

· When did they retire?

· Any significant accomplishments in their life?
